Christophe Elie, a local singer-songwriter promoting his debut CD, will be performing the Ottawa Bluesfest Saturday July 11th at 12:00 noon.  Christophe has been a mainstay on the Ottawa music scene, starting with the band “The Source”, then performing the Ottawa circuit as an Acoustic act.  He recently turned his attention to recording his own material with local Producer Ross Murray, culminating in the release of his CD “Deepest Shade of Blue”.    

My performance of a song begins with the story behind the song, the inspiration, the actors, the context. In a performance setting, I introduce this context to personalize  the songs, the album, the performance. “Deepest Shade of Blue” looks to illuminate stories of challenge and struggle that surround us, that often remain in the  shadows. The Album traces my own history through Haiti to Africa, in the song “Salvation”.  That song’s story led to Nelson Mandela.  Songs like “September sky”  seek to provoke a dialogue, to question.  “Lonely One” asks how things may be different if you were born in to different life, a life on the street, while returning to the hope we all live with, the belief we can direct our destiny. I see performance as the extension of the story, the conversation between the artist and audience.    

Christophe will be performing at 12:00 noon on Saturday July 11 as part of the Acoustic series at the Ottawa Rideau Centre.  
Christophe is part of the local Bluesfest Collective which makes available CD’s by local artists in many of Ottawa’s local music shops, the CD is also available online through ITunes.
